2. Use appropriate eye contact, adequate volume, and clear
pronunciation, and adopt the behaviors of effective speakers
as appropriate to task, purpose, and audience.

Success Criteria:

*I spoke loudly and clearly, and the audience did not need
me to repeat.

*] stood confidently without any strange movements

*] “taught” the audience about my topic

*I didn’t just read from my notes

*I didn’t block the visual/ I faced the audience

(“teach without looking at the board”, everyone participates)
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
